IDDT Wrap Up Session: A brief report was given by William regarding the Integrated Dual Disorders Treatment Wrap up session held on December 7, 2007. The majority of the organizations that participated in the project a had representative in attendance. Each representative from the participating organizations summarized their experience and impact of project participation. A common theme relative to project strengths was 1). the skills that staff acquired in the motivational interviewing training sessions, the technical support received from Michele H., Tim D., and Stan M., was appreciated and excellent, and staff have begun to use the language of  stages of change and stage wise treatment in treatment discussions and staffing. It was mentioned that from the presentation given by Tim D., that  pointed out that the IDDT model from a clinical perspective was one of the more difficult components to implement in comparison to other models such as the ACT model. All participating organizations described plans to sustain and enhance lessons learned from this project.
