Meeting Minutes

May 8, 2008

Attending: Caroline Russell, Englewood BHC; Janice Draski, Abraxas Southwood Interventions; Arie Davis, IDOC/PRU; Linda Bush, HRDI; Othello Banner, Auburn Gresham; William Hayes, CMHC.

Review of Minutes: Minutes were approved without corrections or additions.

Grant Opportunity – Workgroup Update: Bill provided the members with an update on the status of the progress being made in the work group. He indicated that they had met as scheduled on April 22, 2008. He indicated that this meeting involved more of a brainstorming and information sharing focus. The current focus of the work group is to collect as much related data as possible. Areas of concentrated efforts are: 1). Number of occurrences of nonviolent drug related arrest for African American youth in the Englewood Community between the ages of 10 – 18, 2). The number of drug or alcohol related hospital admissions and ER presentations for youth between the ages 10 – 18 at community-based hospitals.3). Gathering numbers on the truancy and drop out rate of youth attending high schools in the Englewood Community. The group agreed to meeting the fourth Tuesday of each month from 2 – 4 over at Abraxas. Our next scheduled meeting is June 24, 2008.

Parole Officers Training – 3rd Training Session: Ms. Davis informed the members that there were approximately 100 officers that are expected to attend the 3rd training session scheduled to be held on May 28, 2008 from 11:00 A.M. – 3:00 P.M. Consistent with the previous trainings all the panel members have agreed to participate and the program agenda will remain the same. There was discussion regarding the need to extend the lunchtime because of the increase in attendance and allowing the officers enough time to get their lunch. There was discussion around the timing of the presentation. It was agreed to increase the lunch period an additional 30 minutes. Bill indicated that he would make the necessary adjustment to the program agenda that would ensure that the presentations are not rushed. According to Ms. Davis she would contact Johnny to verify delivery of the reference materials. The members agreed to meet at the bank between 10:00 a.m. and 10:15 a.m. Bill asked Ms. Davis to remind the officers of the parking situation.

Youth Drug Prevention Services Update: there was discussion around existing prevention services being offered in the Englewood Community and who were the organizations that were providing these services. There were several organizations mentioned that were providing primary treatment services to the C&A populations. These organizations included Community Mental Health Council, Human Resource Development Inst., Abraxas Southwood Interventions, Metropolitan and Family Services. Bill indicated that CMHC had a program called Links to learning That was set up in one of the schools in Englewood providing some treatment and prevention services. He also mentioned A knock at Midnight was reported a program that focused on prevention services. The group agreed to continue to explore existing community resources that targeted youth prevention from a mental health perspective or substance abuse perspective. The group agreed to continue this discussion in the next meeting.

Teamwork Englewood Update: Discussion tabled until the next meeting. There was no one present from Teamwork Englewood to provide the members with an update.

DRA Update: Ms. Russell indicated to the members that the groups are still going well. Ms. Russell indicated that she will have the DRA website put on the flyer.
