1) The loss of the 510’s is not yet a done deal/ Nancy Little is unable to Co-Chair for MISA Consortium due to funding

2) Maintaining 510’s will mean the possibility of future demonstration/projects

3) Why are we here? To integrate services and collaborate, to provide and attend continued trainings

4) Why should we return? For all the above reasons

5) What should we be doing? Continue to integrate services, collaborate, and provide trainings with emphasis on integrative services for community agencies

6) Historically the MISA Consortium has been a good way for agencies to collaborate

7) The following Agencies Continue to be invested in MISA; Thresholds, Association House, Resurrection Healthcare, Pilsen Wellness Center, Habilitative Systems, Haymarket, Madden Mental health, Lorretto Hospital
8) MISA steering versus Continuity of Care Meetings; Continuity of Care meetings tend to have more direction, MISA Steering Meetings striving for the same

9) MISA steering committee historically has difficulty coming together/sharing with supervisors the importance of meeting

10) Many programs lack the funding and cannot send staff to meetings due to billing hours/time

11) Kenya reported that the connection to MISA steering committee resulted in referrals to the MISA recovery home at the Haymarket center. Currently, MISA recovery home has a waiting list of 60 days with only two DASA beds available (not by their choice)
12) Thresholds still unclear as to funding for future trainings/training will be difficult

13) Nancy Little unable to report any future trainings at this time; future trainings will require a type of payment

14) Suggestions for trainings were to have large groups within agencies contributing to costs; possibly 5 people from 8 agencies costing approximately $300.00 a training

15) Gordon will speak with the advisory council to stress the importance of trainings/ or other agencies have ongoing trainings that others can latch onto
