Meeting Minutes

February 12, 2009

Attending: Caroline J. Russell, Englewood BHC; William E. Harris, The Sky Is The Limit Recovery Facilities, Inc.; Juandalyn Holland, Teamwork Englewood; Dr. Randi Tolliver, ICOCE; Janice Draski, Abraxas Southwood Interventions; Tina McKinney, Habilitative Systems, Inc.; William Hayes, CMHC.

Review of Minutes: Minutes were approved with minor corrections that included the deletion of a sentence and a date correction.

Grant Opportunity – Workgroup Update: The members were updated with a status report on the progress being made in the workgroup. Ms. Holland informed the attending members that Angelic Johnson, Funding Dev. for Teamwork Englewood has been assigned by Rev. Walker to work with the workgroup and still will be responsible for writing the grant. Ms. Holland indicated that Rev. Walker  / Teamwork Englewood is still committed to this project and that she is expected to meet with him this week and discuss with him how he would like to proceed. Bill informed the members again that Teamwork Englewood had agreed to be the Fiscal Agent and was willing to allow him to review their most recent financial audit report. Bill indicated that once he reviewed the report he would report back to the members of their standing. Bill asked Ms. Holland if she would ask Ms. Johnson to contact him so that he could schedule a meeting to discuss how she wanted to proceed with the grant writing.

Training Committee Update / Schedule: Dr. Tolliver reported to the group that she received good feedback from staff that attended and participated in the training on Stage wise Treatment and Stages of Change held on February, 10, 2009. Dr. Tolliver asked the attending members if the consortium members would approve of flipping the training scheduled in August  “Stages of Group Process” with the training scheduled in May “Effective Treatment Models for Trauma and Co-occurring Among Youth”. Dr. Tolliver indicated that the she felt the order of the information being presented in the trainings would be a better connect with flipping the trainings. Attending members approved the request. In doing so the next scheduled training will be held on May 13, 2009 from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Bill agreed to secure space at CMHC. Dr. Tolliver also informed the group of a new publication by the Dartmoth group focuses on best practices specific to Substance Abuse providers. Dr. Tolliver indicated she would update the group as more information became available. Lastly, Dr. Tolliver indicated that she was in the planning stages of coordinating a training for the clergy scheduled to be held on April 23rd. Bill suggested that Dr. Tolliver contact Rev. Walker and Father Pfleger and explore with them their possible level of interest in them participating as well soliciting their input.

Youth Drug Prevention: Ms. McKinney reported that the schools that she surveyed were unaware and were not using the Illinois Youth Survey (IYF) in their schools. Ms. McKinney stated she plans to discuss with the school administrators the possibility of them starting to use these surveys in their schools. Ms. Kinney stated she would report back to the group next month.

Other / Agency Business: The members agreed that it was okay for members of the Southside MISA Consortium to attend the Englewood MISA Consortium meetings and work collaboratively on project development. This agreement was based on the understanding that this collaboration does not interfere or deter from the Englewod MISA Consortium’s current goals.
