Meeting Minutes

January 15, 2009

Attending: Janice Draski, Southwood Interventions; Arie Davis, IDOC/PRU; Dr. Tolliver, ICOCE; Othello Banner, Auburn-Gresham; Tina McKinney, HIS; Michael Hillbrum, SEADAC; William Hayes, CMHC

Review of Minutes: Minutes were approved without corrections.

Grant Opportunity – Workgroup Update: Bill provided members with an update on the status of the progress being made in the workgroup. It was reported that Rev. Walker, Executive Director of Teamwork Englewood had designated a staff person with grant writing experience to work with the workgroup and actually write the grant. It was reported that although Rev. Walker had extended these services to the workgroup there had not been any communication with the grant writer as to when they wanted to meet and actually start writing the grant. Bill indicated that the grant had been released by SAMSHA and this information was forwarded to Teamwork Englewood for Rev. Walker and the grant writer to review. Bill also indicated that Teamwork Englewood has a pretty comprehensive package of data collection and basically would primarily need information relevant to services be provided to youth and numbers of youth receiving these services in the Englewood community. Bill stated he would try and contact Rev. Walker and validate and confirm commitment to project development and report back to the committee at the next meeting.

Training Committee Update / Schedule: Ms. Banner informed the members that she had been under the impression from Ms. Patton at the Chicago Department of Public Health that she would be able to secure the King Center but still had not received a confirmation. Ms. Banner indicated that subsequently she felt that the consortium needed to move forward with securing space at CMHC to not further delay the registration process at ICOCE. Bill stated that he had sent an email out to other consortium members who responded saying that hey did not have a problem with having the training at CMHC again. Bill stated that he would secure the space at CMHC and contact Erin Keiper at ICOCE with the information for registration. Dr. Tolliver informed the committee of an upcoming Conference on May 4th for using Supportive Employment Evidenced Based Practices. Dr. Tolliver state she would circulate that information via email to consortium members. She indicated that this practice is being heavily supported by the Feds. There was also discussion relevant to shaping the training scheduled to be held in May that focuses on Effective Treatment models for treating Trauma and Co-Occurring Disorders among youth. 

Youth Drug Prevention Services: Tina McKinney indicated to the members that she will be working in Banneker and Guggenheim which are two elementary schools in the Englewood schools with prevention being the primary focus. She was asked to talk with school administrators to find out if they are using the Illinois Youth Survey in their respective schools. If so could we have access to their results and subsequent out comes. Ms. McKinney stated she will be working with kids in the 6th and 7th grades in a three year project that has a follow up component to the project. Ms. McKinney stated she would provide and update at the next meeting. 

Impact of Budget Cuts Aftermath: Bill reported to the members that he had communicated with Richard Jackson over at HSI. Mr. Jackson informed that subsequent to the budget cuts HIS closed its Englewood out patient offices several months ago Most of the cases were closed through attrition and a few were referred to other programs within the general area. The only services being provided by HIS in the Englewood Community are ATOD prevention programs in two elementary schools.

Other / Agency Announcements: Dr. Tolliver informed the members about the Co-Occurring Disorder Recovery Retreat scheduled April 21, 22, and 23rd. The retreat will be held at Starved Rock Lodge in Utica, Il. There will be more information forthcoming relevant to registration.

Members agreed to table discussion relevant to consolidating Englewood and South shore consortiums.
