DMH Update: Gordon Reiher informed the committee that Value Option will be tracking the ACT clients for service approval and would analyze the utilization of services for DMH providers. Follow-up on Strategic Plan: Peter thanked everybody for their feedback on the development of the goals and asked” We have the goals now what?”

Susan Flynn- shared that we should measure competency based on a counselor’s job description, such as: knowledge on the DSM IV, demonstrate empathy, facilitate therapy-engagement, and be able to explain the different classes of psychotropic medications.

Nesha Hardy stated- staff need to complete trainings and take (and pass) a competency base test. Nesha gave an example such as understanding psychopharmacology (both for illicit and licit drugs).

Isidro Cardona- stated that information on HIPPA and stigma should be included.

Gordon shared that topics of recovery and resilience should be part of the training regimen.

Peter summarized the conversation by stating a goal to endorse and evaluate competency based training will evolve with time, but the committee should condense and summarize what they think each training means and what it should contain.
