Meeting Minutes

July10, 2008

Review of Minutes: Minutes were approved without corrections or additions.

Grant Opportunity – Workgroup Update: Bill provided the attending members with an update on the status of the progress being made in the work group. The last meeting was held on June 24, 2008. The members reviewed the recommendations made by the work group in revising the Mission Statement. The revised Mission Statement was approved by the members with an amendment to the language deleting “major” and being more inclusive to read as: “The Mission of the Englewood MISA Consortium is to prevent and reduce drug use and the manifestation of psychiatric among youth and adults by helping to shape and integrate efforts for the qualitative improvements of services and access to services across systems of care for persons affected by mental illness and substance abuse”. The current focus of the work group’s efforts is to continue to collect as much related data as possible. Bill informed the group that Dr. Mock, Director of Research at Community Mental Health Council, Inc. was asked if she would be interested in joining the work group and operating in the capacity of an evaluator. Dr. Mock provided the group with a brief biography for consideration to fulfill reporting requirements and project evaluating processes under the grant. After discussion the work group members agreed unanimously to bring Dr. Mock aboard.  Our next scheduled meeting is August 26, 2008.

Training Committee Update – Ms. Banner reported to the members that she had spoken with Dr. Sturdivant and it was decided that the trainings topics identified through the staff survey conducted in 2007 would be used as the source of reference to identify selected trainings. Ms. Banner recommended a need to include a training specific to treating children with mental health and substance abuse problems. Members agreed on the following topics: Tx of Trauma and Co-occurring Disorders in adolescents, Stagewise Treatment / Stages of Change, Advanced Motivational Interviewing, and Stages of group processes. Ms. Banner suggested that she felt pretty confident that she could secure the King Center as a training location. She said she would report back to the group at our next meeting. Bill indicated that Park National Bank might also be available for trainings next year. The members agreed that the training should be held quarterly.

Youth Drug Prevention Services Update – there was discussion that this group would begin working on a project(s) targeting youth prevention and youth services in the Englewood Community. Ms. Banner suggested that because teen pregnancy is significant and critical to the future of the youth and to the community that we may want to begin looking at programs specific to teen pregnancy. Ms. Banner state she youth look into existing programs offered in the community for pregnant mothers and teenage mothers. Bill also suggest that the participating organizations may want to develop a survey that each organization would complete that would look at number of kids between the ages of 10 – 18 being served for mental health and substance abuse over the last fiscal year, how many of these kids with legal problems, parents with a hx of multigenerational use, specific treatment models being used in organizations and with what rate of variable success. Also looking at existing relationships with behavioral healthcare organizations in Englewood and the community school systems in Englewood. The members agreed to continue this discussion in the next meeting.

Teamwork Englewood Update – Discussion tabled until the next meeting. There was no one present from Teamwork Englewood to provide an updated report.

DRA Update – Report tabled until the next meeting. Ms. Russell was not present to give her report.
