MISA Institutes Update: Dr. Allyse Sturdivant informed the committee that The Illinois MISA Institute had officially change its name to the Illinois Co-Occurring Center for Excellence. Dr. Sudivant provided historical information on the rational of the change and its new focus. She also informed the committee that ICOCE will collaborate with Dartmouth University, DRS/ Vocational Rehab. and IDOC to develop a certification program for counselors that work with inmates and substance abuse. Peter Gubbe provided some history of the MISA Institute and the history of the acronym MISA and how treatment for MISA in the State of Illinois evolved, and as a result, the development of the Steering Committee to integrate services in the Austin and Humboldt Park communities.

Committee Update:
Marty Kaprelian and Francis Ferrer reported for the Continuity of Care Committee. They reported that they staffed cases in the Committee and in particular DCFS cases. They reported the difficulty in working with this population due to multiple systems that they are involved, but that through the case staffings they are able to find potential resources to refer the clients for services. Marty Kaprelian also share with the Committee that Gateway Foundation that they were chosen by Hazelden and Dartmouth as a site to film a training video. Allen Burson also reported that he attended the Community Support Advisory Council, which addressed recovery housing for ex-offenders and MISA clients. Allen reported that when they are released the MISA inmates are only released with one week worth of medication and only a referral sheet to a community provider, without calling that provider for a formal referral. Dr. Sudivant informed the committee that the DuPage Consortium is collaborating with NAMI and AAIDA to address this issue. She also informed that the Englewood Consortium has reached out to DOC to be active participant in their committees to address this concern. Allen Burson informed the committee that he would invite Kevin Bald a supervisor for placement to recovery homes from IDOC to attend one of the meetings. Allen also recommended that a member or a group from the Steering Committee to present to the Community Support Advisory Council its projects and see how both entities could collaborate in working with MISA ex-offenders. 

Action taken: The Steering Committee discussed the importance of the Continuity of Care Committee and the benefits of participating. The Steering Committee congratulated Gateway for their work and commitment for the treatment of MISA clients and for being chosen by Hazelden as a site for the new training video. Allen Burson was encouraged to invite Kevin Bald from IDOC to attend a meeting with the Committee. Peter Gubbe Informed Allen Burson that he would be willing to talk to the Community Support Advisory Council regarding the current projects of the Consortium and how to work together in regards to MISA ex-offenders. Dr. Sudivant informed the Committee that ICOCE could provide training in the area of MISA ex-offenders and best practice. Peter Gubbe will contact Nesha Harding from Threshold regarding any information on the Austin Humboldt Park Consortium directory.

Follow-up on Strategic Plan: The Committee review briefly the strategic plan and highlighted key points such as cross training- via the Threshold training department, the coordination of care via the Continuity of Care Committee that provides feedback and consultation. Goals for the year: 1) ongoing training via ICOCE and Thresholds. 2) Developing a collaboration with IDOC. 3) Evaluating/measuring outcomes (competency) in regards to fidelity scale. Ongoing evaluation of staff competency in the following areas: engagement, mental illness, psychopharmacology, supervisions, program transition, relationship between substance abuse and mental illness, family education and support, community education and support and stigma. Peter informed the Committee that by the meeting scheduled for March or May that short and long term goals should be presented to the committee.
