Review of Minutes: Minutes were approved with corrections.

Grant Opportunity – Workgroup Update: Bill provided members with an update on the status of the progress being made in the workgroup.  The last meeting was held on September 23, 2008. Bill informed the members that Ms. Holland and Ms. Russell represented the consortium and attended the Coalition for Healthy Communities leadership meeting held on September 12, 2008 out in Zion, Illinois. Ms. Russell reported to the group on how the Coalition for Healthy Communities systemically approach youth drug prevention using the Drug Free Communities Support grant award. Ms. Russell emphasized the marketing strategies and psychological imagery used as well as that the youth had a primary role in this project and were very much involved in the activities that promote not using drugs. Ms. Russell also informed the members that Ms. Andersen and her team were very supportive of our efforts and gave the consortium a copy of their 2007 grant application to use as a source of reference in writing the grant. Bill informed the members that he was unable to meet with the Teamwork Englewood Board of Directors because their agenda was full and time would not allow; however, Bill indicated that he did leave copies of handouts for the Board to review. Bill also indicated that he is expected to meet with the Clergy of Englewood at a breakfast scheduled to be held on Oct. 23rd from 8:30 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. over at Kennedy King College. Bill also informed the members that Ms. Johnson over at Teamwork Englewood would be actually writing the grant, but will need support from us in collecting data and providing her with data. The next workgroup meeting is scheduled for Oct. 28, 2008.

Training Committee Update / Schedule:  Ms. Banner was not available to provide the members with an update.  There was some uncertainty pertaining to securing space at the King Center and the registration process. Bill informed the members that he would contact Dr. Tolliver and email they the registration information. Bill informed the members that as planned the training is still scheduled to be held on November 12th.

Youth Drug Prevention Report Update:  Ms. Russell passed around surveys that the Coalition for Healthy Communities uses to collect data. The name of the survey is called the Illinois Youth Survey. Members reviewed the survey and additional questions regarding survey will be discussed in the next meeting. It was also mentioned that we explore existing use of this survey within the school systems in the Englewood Community. Bill indicated that he would contact Rev. Walker and ask if he would contact and ask the leadership in the schools that he has contact with if they use this survey.   

DRA Update: Ms Russell reported that he DRA meeting was going well and client participation is good.

Other Business: Members agreed to invite the South shore MISA Consortium to the next meeting per their request. It was agreed to hear their proposal in reference to consolidating the two with the understanding that no decisions would be made at that meeting.
