MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 11, 2008

Attending: Othello Banner, CDPH / Aurburn-Gresham; Lorraine Ousley, New Vision Jackson Park Hospital; Arie Davis, IDOC / PRU; Caroline Russell, CDPH – Englewood BHC; Janice Draski, Abraxas Southwood; Marc Smith, TASC; William Hayes, Community Mental Health Council, Inc. 

Review of Minutes: Minutes were approved with minor corrections.

Grant Opportunity – Workgroup Update: Bill, Caroline, and Janice provided members with an update on the status of the progress being made in the workgroup. The last meeting was held on August 26, 2008. Bill passed out copies of the handouts for the attending members to review and approve with feedback and input for the upcoming presentation to the Board of Directors of Teamwork Englewood scheduled for September 26, 2008.  Recommendations were duly noted and modifications based on these recommendations will be included in the presentation material. Bill informed the group that Rev. Walker stated he would schedule a meeting with the Pastors of Englewood sometime in October, pending which aldermen attend will determine who we will have to schedule one on one appointments with. Bill informed the members that Juandalyn Holland who is representing Teamwork Englewood in the workgroup would be attending the meeting scheduled with the Coalition for Healthy Communities out in Zion, Illinois with Ms. Russell instead of Rev. Walker. The next meeting is scheduled for October 28, 2008.

Impact of Budget Cuts: Ms. Russell and Ms. Banner reported that the City was doing ok. None of their programs or services were affected by the recent budget cuts.  All other agencies reported overall that services were still being provided with minimum disruption at this point. Mr. Smith informed the group of his experiences in Springfield and the House’s signing of funding appropriations totaling somewhere around $221 mil.

Training Committee Update / Schedule: Ms. Banner handed out a schedule of the upcoming scheduled trainings. She reported that the dates had not changed but the topics’ scheduling had been readjusted subsequent to discussions she has had with the person who is responsible for coordinating trainings over at the Dept. of Health. Bill asked about the time required to facilitate the 1st training scheduled on Advanced Motivational Interviewing. He expressed concern over Dr. Tolliver’s having the adequate time needed to facilitate this training seeing that this training is more participatory and interactive that the other trainings.   Ms. Banner agreed to follow up with Dr. Tolliver and her assistant regarding coordinating registration and the dissemination of training notifications. Ms. Banner will update the members at our next meeting.

Youth Drug Prevention Report Update: Bill reported that he was working on the survey. Ms. Davis indicated that she would contact Ms. Annie Wallace over at the Department of Human Services who deal with preventive services and see if she would be available to come to one of the meeting and do a presentation on preventive services in Englewood and abroad.

Teamwork Englewood: Discussion tabled until the next meeting

DRA Update: Ms. Russell indicated that things were going well. She reported that someone from Gateway and Rainbow House came to one of their meetings to observe and inquired about establish DRA meeting within their facilities and using this a one as a model.

Other Business: Ms. Lorraine Ousley informed the group that their was discussion in a meeting that she attended at the South shore MISA Consortium and them wanting to possibly consolidate the two consortiums. She indicated that their level of participation had decreased and they wanted to come to one of meetings. Bill confirmed this stating he had spoken to Darlene and told her we would discuss this in our meeting and get back with her as to when they could attend. Further discussion was tabled until the next meeting.
